Make your Own Panpipe:

Materials:

7 drinking straws (wider is better)

2 strips of adhesive tape (wider is better)
Scissors

Ruler

Instructions:
Using a ruler, line up the seven straws 2 inch (1.3cm) apart. Cover them
in the middle with adhesive tape (back and front). Cut each straw short-

er than the one before at even intervals so that each straw produces a
unique sound like a panpipe or zampofia.

You have made a panpipe. Now play your instrument! Blow air gently
across the top of each straw to hear the different sounds.
Instrucciones:
